Paul's First Letter to the Co-
rinthians describes my own
ministry of writing this and
other bulletin articles:

If | preach the Good News,
this is no reason for me to
boast, because | have an ob-
ligation to do this, and woe to
me if | do not do it! If | do so
willingly, I'm rewarded for it,
but if unwillingly, I'm merely
fulfilling my responsibility of
stewardship. What then is my
reward? That, when | share
the Good News, | am able to
offer it free of charge so that
all may benefit.

Saint Paul was not saying it's
wrong to charge afee. In fact,
Jesus said that the worker
deserves his wages (Luke
10:7). But Paul knew that
what matters most is being a
good steward of the gifts that
God has given us.

What are the gifts that God
has given you? We have all
been entrusted with an obli-
gation to continue the minis-
try of Christ on earth in our
contemporary world. A Chris-

tian who does not follow Christ in ministry has a lazy
faith, or a self-focused faith, an unlively faith.

shows us the determination of Jesus
to preach the gospel widely and tire-
lessly.

Both are examples of good steward-
ship. All gifts and talents and financial
earnings are blessings from God that
are meant to be shared. This is how
to feel fully alive in the faith!

4. How can you become a better
steward of God's gifts?

Using your gifts, talents, wisdom, knowledge, compas-
sion, etc., generously for the benefit of the faith of oth-
ers is an alive faith. The immediate reward is a joyful
awareness of being in partnership with Christ.

The Gospel reading shows us the generosity of Peter's
mother-in-law in sharing her talent of hospitality. And it

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SAINTS OF THE WEEK

FEB.5 SAINT AGATHA: was martyred in Sicily in the
persecution under Emperor Decius (240-251). Devotion to her
was strong from the earliest times. A homily written about her
says: fd6Goodd is the force
Greek, for she has been granted us, given as a gift, by God
Hi msel f, the very fount of
FEB.6 SAINTS PAUL MIKI AND COMPANIONS:
the Japanese martyrs. Towards the end of the sixteenth
century, the Emperor Hideyoshi began a persecution of the
Catholic Church in Japan. Among those arrested were Paul
Miki, a young Jesuit, and twenty-five others, some as young as
13. They were taken to Nagasaki where they were crucified in
1597.

FEB. 8 SAINT JEROME EMILIANI: Like other saints,
Jerome started adult life as a soldier, but after capture and
imprisonment he left his military career, and began to serve
the poor. I n 1532, he found
Somaschi 0 to serve the poor
FEB. 8 SAINT JOSEPHINE BAKHITA: Born in Sudan
in 1869, she was kidnapped, sold as a slave, and taken to Italy.
There she became a Catholic, and entered the Institute of
Saint Mary Magdalene of Canossa, where she took part in the
community life of prayer, cooking, sewing, embroidery and
attending to the poor. Her humility, her simplicity and her
constant smile won the hearts of all the citizens. She died on
February 8, 1947.

FEB. 10 SAINT SCHOLASTICA: The sister of Saint
Benedict, born in Umbria, Italy around 480. Like her brother,
she dedicated her life to God, founding a community of
contemplative religious, ending her days at Monte Cassino, in
the year 547.

FEB. 11 OUR LADY OF LOURDES: In
1858, the Immaculate Virgin Mary appeared to
Bernadette Soubirous near Lourdes in France, in
the Grotto of Massabielle.  Through the poor
child, Mary called sinners to penance, and
thereby there arose in the Church a marvelous
spirit of prayer and charity, especially in helping
the poor and the sick.
